Sunsmart Message

SunSmart has issued a message that with lower UV levels in the N
winter months it is important to increase sun exposure to maintain
levels of vitamin D.

Vitamin D is naturally created by the body when skin is exposed to direct sunlight and is
essential for general health and wellbeing, particularly for development and maintenance of
healthy bones, muscles and teeth.

In Victoria from May to August, average UV levels are low (1lor 2) and therefore sun

protection is not required (unless you are in alpine areas or near highly reflective surfaces
such as snow or water). High UV levels (3 and above) require sun protection measures, as
the sundés UV can damage skin.and eyes and

Therefore sun protection is not required during May to August, (if UV levels are 1 or 2) to
assist students to maintain adequate vitamin D levels throughout the winter months.
